While Prilla’s paintings present the

view of a contemplative family member,
the members themselves are the subject
of Matt’s work. His masterfully painted
characters are actively involved in
indecipherable and mysterious tasks.
Sometimes ominous, sometimes
humorous, their multigenerational
inhabitants uncover, pry open, and
penetrate the house. They poke their
heads in unlikely places to try to decipher
meaning, and often use tools from Matt's
carpentry past that conjure metaphors of
psychological work. Rendered with light,
intense color and emotionally charged
perspectives reminiscent of Caravaggio,
his characters actively grapple with the
story of the house and it's occupants,
